
“GOD IS OUR TEACHER” DEVOTIONTIONAL & PRAYER 
 
Our prayer this week focuses on God Who is our "Teacher".  He is the One Who wants to guide 
us, instruct us and impart His knowledge to us. 
 
It comes from our Prayer Verse:  Psalm 25:4-5 “Show me Your ways, Lord, teach me Your 
paths.  Guide me in Your truth and teach me, for You are God my Savior, and my hope is in You 
all day long!"

Teacher we could ever have, One Who is willing to offer all of Himself and His knowledge to us 
as we walk this earth with Him.
